I. Following the 

Example of Godly 

Parents does help 

guard the mind.

A. He chose to ignore godly 

warnings 

B. he ruled at age 23, but 

only for 3 months & was 

imprisoned in Egypt
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II. Jehoiakim - DESTROYED THE          

GUARD  FOR HIS MIND I Chronicles 36:5-8

A. He ruled at 25 & 

his original name 

was Eliakim

B. In his first year of 

rule Judah was a  

vassal to Egypt.

C. He gave silver & gold to Pharaoh & taxed the 

people to do it.

D. He ignored the warning of God!

E. In his 4th year he 

cut up the words 

from God & burned 

them

F. He sought to kill 

Jeremiah but God 

hid this prophet!

G. He killed prophet Urijah for warning him of sin

H. In Jehoiakimôs  8th year Nebuchadnezzar 

made Judah a vassal to Babylon (Chaldeans)
